ONLY COLLEGIATE ATHLETES.
Athletes must be currently
eligible for competition for their
institution for the 2008 outdoor
track & field season.
Field sizes will be Timited.
Verifiable performances only.
Limit of top 8 entries for
decathlon top 8 entries for
heptathlon. Priority based.
Entries should include name,
institution, point totals, opening
heights for HJ/PV & coach contact
information
DO NOT CALL OR FAX ENTRIES.
Failure to follow instructions
will not guarantee athletes
entries into events. No late
entries.

Entry Deadline
A1l entries must be received by
Tuesday, May 7th @ 10am (CST).
Late entries and changes will not
be accepted.
Phone or faxed entries will not be
accepted.
Each entry will receive a
confirmation email.

Entry Fees
Fees are calculated on your
declared entries.
NO REFUNDS - Institutions will be
responsible for “no shows” or
scratches

Payment must be received prior to
first day of competition.
If you enter an individual and do
not “show”, your Athletic Director
will receive a payment notice.

Infield Restriction
Team camps must be 1in the stands
or Merner Fieldhouse (adjacent to
BW Stadium).
AthTletes should refrain from
throwing footballs, Frisbees, or
objects on the infield.
Non-competitors and fans must
remain in the stands.
The infield is reserved for
warm-up and check-in only.
Extra traffic becomes a
distraction and creates an unsafe
environment for competitors and
meet management. Please enforce
this with your coaching staff and
athletes.
Electronic devices (ie. cell
phone, headphones, etc.) are
prohibited in competition venues
(ie. 1infield, track, throwing
areas, jump areas).

Other Notes
Registered teams will receive
updates via email prior to the
meet.
Coaches/athletes will be
prohibited from the inside of the
Press Box area.
Teams are responsible for recovering
their camp areas (ie. implements,
uniforms, garbage, etc.)
Unsportsmanlike behavior or failure to
follow procedures by coaches or
athletes will result in denial of
future entries at North Central
College.
