e Have earned a GPA of 2.50 or better in all MUSI coursework taken for and transferred in to the Music Education major

For conditional admission to Student Teaching Residency:

Conditional Admission to Student Teaching allows candidates to progress to student teaching while taking advantage of systems of support
provided by the department to help ensure success.

e Have earned an overall cumulative GPA of 2.25-2.749 in all coursework taken at and transferred to North Central College

e Have earned a GPA of 2.50-2.999 in Music Ed/Professional Ed (MUED/EDUC) coursework taken for and transferred in to NCC
e Have earned a GPA of 2.00-2.499 in Music (MUSI) coursework taken for and transferred in to NCC (min.
