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Chief among them was a partnership on a significant proposal 
among the College’s department of education, our Leadership, 
Ethics and Values program, and Center for Social Impact, 
which has resulted in a $3.2 million grant from the Kern Family 
Foundation. It represents the largest programmatic grant in 
College history. 

We are excited about this support for our graduate-level program 
in school principal preparation, which will help education leaders 
create “cultures of character” in their schools. We will also be able 
to expand our LEV program, which is integral to the cultures of 
character philosophy and curriculum. You will learn more in the 
next issue of the North Central College alumni magazine!

Like the Kern Grant, many of the major projects we’ve tackled 
this past year will come to fruition during the next academic 
year: the transition to a semester calendar in August 2019; the 
introduction of a unique general education program called 
Cardinal Directions; the implementation of new online graduate 
degrees in business and the addition of another team sport, 
women’s wrestling. 

Every effort underway on campus is directed toward our ongoing 
success in a highly competitive higher education landscape, 
where more and more institutions compete for fewer high 
school students in our region. We’ve updated our academic 

facilities, added new majors in engineering, neuroscience and 
environmental studies, and expanded our athletic department 
to become the largest in the College Conference of Illinois & 
Wisconsin.

We are using a collaborative strategic plan software management tool that allows 
nearly 80 members of the campus community to provide regular plan updates.

Halverson parlayed her passion for trees and environmental studies into helping the College gain 

recognition through Tree Campus USA and level one Arboretum accreditation. “These accolades 

recognize the College’s commitment to the forest on campus,” said Brittany Drummond, director of 

sustainability. “Anna has pushed us to do more.” 

Applying for these important accolades has inspired her research on the campus forest. Halverson 

makes commendations for species and their locations, which go before the College’s tree committee. 

“We’re focusing on biodiversity, native plantings and longevity during climate change,” she explained. 

Halverson has been researching varieties of oaks that will be purchased with a generous gift from 

Madeline Jansje ’74 Hatch. 

Hatch had noticed the removal of the spruce trees on Fort Hill and sent her memories about their 

planting. Next spring, Fort Hill will be graced with a Cobblestone Oak; other areas of campus will gain 

a Scarlet Letter Oak, Crimsonspire Oak and Streetspire Oak—all with the help of Hatch’s fi nancial 

contribution and Halverson’s careful research and stewardship.

“My dream was to study in the United States.”
Juan Samaniego ’22 had long dreamed of leaving his hometown of Quito, Ecuador, to attend college in the 

United States.

Despite his hard work and selection to the Fulbright Commission Opportunity Funds program—which provides 

assistance to talented students seeking to study abroad—Samaniego had given up on his dream. “I wanted 

to study engineering but I thought a big public university would be too big for me,” he said. “And even though I 

had scholarships, studying here wasn’t affordable for my family.”

Not to be deterred, Megan Otermat, assistant director of international admission, kept in touch with 

Samaniego. She encouraged him to consider North Central’s new engineering programs and to apply for a 

Trustee Scholarship, awarded to international students to help cover their tuition. Samaniego wrote the 

essays and submitted the application two days before the deadline. “I was in class one day and I saw three 

words come across my phone: Congratulations! You have …”

In his fi rst term, Samaniego fully immersed himself in the culture of North Central College, attending 

International Club and Project Lead retreats. He’s especially excited about researching sustainable, affordable 

building materials so he can take what he’s learned back to Ecuador—perhaps after earning an MBA. 

Samaniego summarized his journey to North Central and his future this way: “Everything is lining up perfectly.”

During the annual Career Closet “shopping” event sponsored by the Offi ces of Student Affairs and Career 

Development, North Central students select professional clothing donated by faculty, staff and fellow 

students. “Interview season was coming up and I couldn’t afford to buy a suit,” said Alice Zordan ‘19, 

who attended the event. “I really wanted to get valuable work experience and wanted to dress to 

impress, to let my interviewer know that I was up for the challenge.”

Zordan put her suit to work at the Associated Colleges of Illinois (ACI) Career and Internship Fair hosted 

by North Central in March. “I was one of very few people dressed for an interview,” Zordan said. TTX 

Company, a Chicago-based freight car provider, offered Zordan a summer internship. She was told her 

suit impressed the company’s recruiters. A marketing major, she spent the summer working on research, 

gathering user data and solving problems with business analysts. 

“I am project lead for the Career Closet event in January 2019,” Zordan said. “Resources like these let 

students know that the College is truly here for them, to see them succeed.”

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Having retired from careers 
dedicated entirely to service, 
 Rev. Richard ’69 and Janis 

Fellers ’69 Peacock are now giving back 
in a new way. The couple recently made 
a gift of highly appreciated stock and 
cash to establish the Dr. Jacob Sackmann 
Endowed Scholarship for Peacemaking, a 
natural outgrowth of a lifelong passion for 
service and social justice. Rich spent his 
35-year career pastoring United Methodist 
churches in the Detroit conference, and 
Jan taught elementary and special needs 
students for 37 years. Both remain active in 
social justice and peacemaking activities.

These long-time College donors named 
their scholarship in honor of a faculty 
member who profoundly influenced them 
both in the classroom and out. Professor of 
Religion Jacob Sackmann taught Central 
Christian Convictions—the course that 
helped bring peacemaking to the forefront 
of Rich’s ministry—and spearheaded a 
number of cocurricular activities. “He 
drove several of us to Atlanta to meet civil 
rights activists Ralph David Abernathy and 

Julian Bond,” recalled Rich. “We learned 
first-hand from their experiences. 

“He also inspired us to take action 
back home,” Rich added. “Jan and I 
demonstrated for black students to be able 
to rent rooms in Naperville. Open housing 
was a big social justice issue back then.” 

The couple’s experiences in social justice 
inspired a scholarship designed to support 
students who share their commitment to 
improving the world. The first recipient is 
Mynk Richardson-Clerk ’20, a passionate 

social activist who 
is majoring in 
political science and 
minoring in social 
change leadership.

Over the years, the 
Peacocks have also 
supported the North 

Central College Fund, Albright-Wesley 
Society and Fine Arts Center Fund. The 
couple’s generosity springs in part from 
their memories of life on campus. For 
instance, Sackmann had implemented a 

program that today 
might be called 
intense job 
shadowing. Through 
the program, Rich 

spent his final semester living in Wauwatosa, 
Wis., so he could observe the work of four 
pastors there. The experience confirmed 
his decision to go into ministry. 

Some of the Peacocks’ other favorite North 
Central memories center on their early days 
together as a couple. They may or may not 
have met on campus (Jan recalls meeting 
Rich in high school at a church youth 
conference), but both agree that on one 
of their first dates they worked on a 
Homecoming float. “We had absolutely no 
construction skills, so we didn’t exactly 
build it,” said Jan with a chuckle. “We found 
a farmer with a buggy and decorated that.”

“Life is lived in chapters, and college can 
be one of the best chapters of all,” added 
Jan. “We’re fortunate that during this 
chapter of our lives, we’re able to help a 
student really enjoy theirs.”

Rev. Richard ’69 and Janis Fellers ’69 Peacock: 
A passion for peacemaking
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Some members of the North 
 Central College family impact our 
 community so profoundly that we 

feel their presence long after they leave. 

R. Devadoss Pandian is one of those people. 

Pandian served North Central for 30 years 
as a mathematics professor and vice president 
for academic affairs and dean of faculty. 
Although he retired in 2015, his influence 
on the College persists both through the 
programs he championed—including 
the Rall Symposium for Undergraduate 
Research and the Ruge Fellows—and 
the faculty he helped recruit and hire. 

“A truly great college must be built on a 
strong foundation of excellent faculty,” he 
said. “It’s fine for an institution to have a 
rich curriculum and great facilities, but 
outstanding faculty are truly essential.” 

That belief—combined with his love 
for North Central—motivated him 
to establish the R. Devadoss Pandian 
Endowed Fellowship in the Arts and 
Sciences. By supporting these Fellows, 
Pandian will help the College maintain 

its high standards in teaching, scholarship, 
mentoring and citizenship. 

“Dev always recognized the vital 
importance of bringing the best faculty 
on board, and he encouraged our search 
committees to set the bar high,” recalled 
President Troy Hammond. “His fellowship 
gives us another way to attract great talent to 
our campus. He was passionate about great 
teaching while he was here, and he remains 
passionate about it now. ” 

Pandian’s fellowship will award between 
$15,000 and $20,000 over three years to 
a new faculty member in support of his 
or her professional development. 

“This generous gift is but one element 
of Dr. Pandian’s legacy at North Central 
College,” said Stephen Maynard Caliendo, 
dean of the College of Arts and Sciences 
and professor of political science. “At a 
teaching-focused institution like ours, 
scholarship bolsters the student experience 
by keeping faculty members positioned on 
the cutting edge of their fields of study. 
Dr. Pandian’s spirit of intellectual curiosity 

and scholarly inquiry will find renewed 
life within these Fellows.”

For the 2019-2020 academic year, 
the College is conducting as many as 
18 faculty searches in response to 
retirements and program expansions. 

“I hope this fellowship will give potential 
new faculty a genuine incentive to choose 
North Central over other colleges. Once 
they arrive here, great professors fall in 
love with the College, stay and do well,” 
Pandian said. “That’s very important to 
me. After all, the College was my home 
and part of my life for 30 years— and it 
will remain so forever.”

Veronica Ramming ‘19 
is Lincoln Laureate
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North Central’s theatre department told a 

powerful story in its October production of “The 

Laramie Project,” which chronicles the life of the 

town of Laramie, Wy., in the year following the 

hate-driven murder of Matthew Shepard in 1996.

Following a tradition started by the show’s 

original cast from the Tectonic Theater Project, 

North Central performers visited Laramie in 

August to prepare for the production by talking 

to locals and walking in the same steps that 

their characters did. They also collected audio, 

photography and video that were featured in 

the production. 

Throughout the trip, director Carin Silkaitis, 

associate professor of theatre, challenged cast 

members not just to portray the emotions of 

the characters in “The Laramie Project,” but 

to experience them as well.

“I’m always impressed by North Central 

students, but I was blown away by this 

cast’s emotional maturity and dedication to 

a production and its history, which all took 

place before many of these students were 

even born,” said Silkaitis. “That’s what truly 

resonates with me as a director. It makes the 

production come to life.”

North Central College stood alone as the only college to receive any of the 178 nominations in 31 categories for 

the 2018 Equity Joseph Jefferson Awards. Known as the Jeff Awards, they recognize exceptional theatrical 

productions in the Chicagoland area.

The College captured seven award nominations, the most of any single production, with “Machinal,” a play co-produced 

by North Central and The Greenhouse Theater Center. The cast featured nine North Central students as understudies 

and fi ve more as members of the production crew. Taking center stage were Maddie Burke ’17, Maddie DePorter ’15 

and professor Carin Silkaitis playing two ensemble roles and the mother of the lead character, respectively.

Students, alumni and faculty were also part of “Cabaret,” “Once,” “Support Group for Men,” “Trevor the 

Musical” and “Through the Elevated Line.” Chicago Shakespeare Theatre’s “Macbeth” was nominated for 

four awards, including best large production play, and featured LiSean McElrath ’21, Dylan Obrochta ’21 and 

Alexander James Poe ’20 as ensemble interns.

Top theatre critic Chris Jones named Bridget 

Adams-King ’19 to the Chicago Tribune’s 2018 class 

of “Hot New Faces of Chicago Theater.” Adams-

King was one of several North Central College 

students who served as understudies in the 

College’s co-production of “Machinal” with The 

Greenhouse Theater Center. Her talent, as well 

as the connections she made as part of that 

production, led to her role as the lead in Underscore 

Theatre Company’s “Haymarket,” a dramatic 

musical re-telling of the events surrounding 

the Haymarket protests in Chicago in 1886.

The Tribune highlighted the fact that the run 

of performances for “Haymarket” was extended 

several times and called Adams-King’s 

performance “terrifi c.” Jones’ review of the 

show said, “The famed labor organizer (whose 

husband, Albert, was one of the executed) is 

played by the very capable actress Bridget 

Adams-King, who well understands she is 

playing the moral conscience of the show.”

A Homecoming gathering of athletic training alumni and students served to honor a special 
place—and person. A ribbon-cutting ceremony marked the official christening of the 
Heidi M. Matthews Athletic Training Facility in Merner Field House. Matthews, professor 
of kinesiology emerita, is known as the architect of the College’s athletic training program 
over the past 25 years. 

For many years, this modest teaching and treatment suite was the home of the program and 
served as the sole athletic training room for all athletic teams and events like national track 
and field championships. 

“This room in Merner Field House is where people come to get better,” said Kendall Swoik 
’93 Selsky, assistant professor of kinesiology. “We’re proud that this humble space will 
forever bear [Heidi’s] name.”

“I’ve been obsessed with athletic training for 
over 40 years,” said Matthews at the event. “These 
are my people and this is where I come from.”

She recalled the many College athletic 
triumphs supported by “the work done in 
this room,” as well as the episodes of an 
overflowing whirlpool and attempts at “home 
improvements” by herself and others. 

Both Matthews and Selsky spoke of the family atmosphere of the program and noted that 
like a family, generations of students have stayed connected. Jill Ferree ’97, the head athletic 
trainer at Downers Grove North High School, welcomes North Central students as 
interns. Kirsten Probst ’19 learned under Ferree last fall working with all fall sports. Other 
students at the event recalled meeting Matthews on their first visits to North Central and 
the impact of those meetings on their enrollment decisions and future careers. 

Added Selsky: “What’s important is the recognition of the impact Heidi has had on all of 
us. We can all see why this is the space that deserves Heidi’s name. She has been a stable, 
solid, trusted resource for so many of us as we’ve found our way. This is the hub of all 
things athletic training.”

The women’s triathlon team established its 
position as the team to beat early in the race 
and never looked back, winning its second 
consecutive team and individual titles at 
the USA Triathlon Division III Collegiate 
National Championship.

Katherine Canfield ’19 surprised spectators 
when she was the first athlete out of the 
750-meter swim, charging onto the beach 
followed by Naomi Hill ’21 and Grace 
Miller ’20 in fourth and fifth. Jennifer 
Hufnagle ’19 and Amelia Woods ’22 entered 
the transition together and Amy Feltz ’21 
followed suit shortly thereafter. 

Canfield continued to push the pace during 
the 20-kilometer biking stage. Hill and 
Miller did their part to work together and 
keep the Cardinals in the top five positions. 

The three kicked it into the next gear for 
the five-kilometer run and it paid off, as 
Canfield was the first Division III athlete to 
cross the finish behind two Division I club 

athletes. Taking nearly two full minutes 
off her time from last year, she clocked a 
championship-winning time of 1:09:58. 
Miller put an exclamation point on her 
season, placing third with a time of 1:11:28 
and proving her strength despite coming 
back from an injury.

Hill placed fourth overall with a time of 
1:12:00 in her second national championship 
appearance. Hufnagle turned in a 
tremendous performance, improving on 
her final time by six minutes to place fifth 
(1:13:26). Competing in their first national 
championship, Feltz came in 20th (1:24:48) 
and Woods (1:29:57) finished 27th. 

“[This team] works really hard,” said head 
coach Jenny Garrison. “They work out 
twice a day pretty much every day. They’re 
up early for practice and then they are up 
late studying. They were amazing today; I 
am so proud of them.”

ON “THE AMAZING RACE” 

Taylor Clugston ’19 and Jared Collier ’19 know a lot about 

competitive drive, teamwork and success from their time on 

the North Central College softball and men’s soccer teams. 

After working some backchannels to get in touch with a casting 

producer, the couple pitched themselves as a team for CBS-TV’s 

hit reality show, “The Amazing Race.” 

Clugston, a biology major, and Collier, a marketing and management major, are engaged to be 

married. One of many interests they share is a love of reality competition shows. “We were 

sixth-grade sweethearts turned college athletes,” said Collier. “I think our all-American 

love story appealed to them because we got a call two days after sharing our story.”

The pair made an audition tape, and one week after submitting it, they fl ew to 

Los Angeles to take part in the fi nal round of casting. While they weren’t selected for 

this season, it was ultimately for the best. “We were told fi lming would start around 

November, so we probably would’ve had to take a term off,” Collier said. “Now we 

can graduate on time and try again next year!”

Collier learned a lot about the casting process and is interested in pursuing casting 

in the future. He helped Olivia Goethals ’16 with her application video and photos for 

“The Bachelor” and “Bachelor in Paradise.”

“Everyone has a great story to tell if you tell it the right way,” added Collier. 

The men’s cross country team came to take 
care of unfinished business at the 2018 
NCAA Division III Men’s Cross Country 
National Championship. Coming back to 
Lake Breeze Golf Course, the same course 
that troubled current team members as 
freshmen in 2015, they left as national 
champions for the 19th time in program 
history. Dhruvil Patel ’19 became the 
program’s first individual national champion 
since 2000. 

Patel and Al Baldonado ’19 worked together 
during much of the race in the lead pack 
with Zach Hird ’19, Chris Buechner ’19 and 
Matt Osmulski ’20 staying on the heels of 
Washington University’s Brad Hodkinson, 
who had won the regional race a week prior. 
The Cardinals’ composure and maturity 
proved too much for any challenger. 

Patel took the lead following a hard move 
past Hodkinson with 1,000 meters to go 
in the 8,000-meter race and crossed the 
finish line with ease to win the individual 
title with a time of 24:24.5. Baldonado was 
right behind him to finish second (24:29.7) 
and Buechner, racing in his first national 
championship, finished in eighth (24:41.2).

Osmulski finished next for North Central 
in 11th with a time of 24:44.5, followed by 
Hird in 33rd (24:55.5). Nolan McKenna ’19 
added a 68th place finish in his first national 
championship race and Matt Norvell ’19 
placed 88th overall (25:30.9).

Patel, Baldonado, Buechner, Osmulski and 
Hird earned All-America honors and helped 
the Cardinals score a dominating 43 points 
to win the national title.

“It feels great,” said Patel on returning to 
Winneconne, Wis., and winning the national 
championship. “I wouldn’t be able to do 
this without my teammates, coaches, family 
and friends.”

The victory was a special moment for head 
coach Al Carius and despite having won 18 
other team national championships during 
his tenure, the team that accomplished this 
one will hold a special place in his heart.

“I think it was a very serendipitous 
experience that this young group of guys 
who helped restart the program in 2015 
(made it back here),” said Carius. “For them 
to finish today on the same course with a 
national championship (is) very fitting and I 
am so proud of them.” 

The team’s victory marks the 37th team 
national title for North Central athletics and 
133rd individual champion among all sports. 
The last Cardinal to win an individual 
championship in men’s cross country was 
Tim McCoskey ’01 in 2000.

The Appalachian Trail:  
Self-discovery amidst serenity, 
physical challenges and ‘trail magic’  
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Three alumni in 
recent months 
embarked on 

the trip of a lifetime, hiking 
through the Appalachian Trail 
from Georgia to Maine. It 
was the ultimate test of their 
physical endurance, mental 
strength and willpower. 
Kathleen Quinn ’15 went 
solo, while Evan Hansen ’17 
and Kyle Olesen ’17 took the 
trip together.

Measuring 2,190 miles in 
length with an elevation gain and loss equivalent to hiking up 
and down Mt. Everest from sea level 16 times, the thru-hike 
often takes five to seven months of up to 10 hours a day of 
constant hiking. The hikers each carried more than 30 pounds 
of equipment and camped in every condition imaginable.

“I started to plan my trip because I needed to decompress after 
college and do something for myself,” said Hansen. “This was a 
way to test my character, get back in touch with nature and give 
myself time to think about what I should do with my life.”

Olesen had long thought about completing a long distance 
trail, so he took the chance when Hansen invited him along. 

Quinn was inspired to follow in her father’s footsteps after he 
completed the trail a year before her.

“The Trail has always been on my radar. I grew up near 
Washington, D.C., and spent a lot of time hiking in Shenandoah 
National Park and Harpers Ferry,” said Quinn. “It was my dad’s 
dream for a long time, and that had a huge impact on me.”

She had almost decided to make the trek before attending 
North Central, but 
instead embarked 
after graduation. 
She was glad she did.

“If I had started at age 18, I wouldn’t have finished. I became an 
entirely new person in my time at North Central,” said Quinn.

What their trips had in common were moments of serene 
sights and unforgettable events contrasted with the grueling 
day-to-day hiking.

“I’ll always remember waking up to a moose sniffing my tent 
in Maine,” said Olesen. “Saddleback Mountain in Maine, 
Franconia Ridge in New Hampshire and Shenandoah 
National Park in Virginia are all my 
favorites, but it’s important to understand 
that thru-hiking is a lot of work.”

“You are your own biggest obstacle 
on the trail,” said Hansen. “If you only 
focus on the miles, you’ll miss the 
connections you’ll make with nature 
and those around you. All of the moments 
have been great, even the bad ones.”

And there are always tough times on 
the trail. Hikers are challenged by the 
“Virginia Blues” that come from high 
mileage days in the flatter terrain, 
Vermont’s wetness that earned it the 
nickname “Vermud” and the collective 
fatigue that brings down hikers’ spirits.

The hike isn’t just a slog, however. Sometimes the toughest 
days are brightened with “trail magic,” acts of kindness from 
fellow hikers or locals in towns they pass through.

“I tried to remember every moment of trail magic; I would 
take pictures of the ‘trail angels’ and write down the details 
in my journals so that I could remember and be grateful for 
the kindness and generosity of others,” said Quinn. “No act 
was too small, whether I got a ride, fresh water or a meal 
and a warm, dry place to sleep. I’m really looking forward 
to heading to Harpers Ferry to do some of my own trail 
magic for next year’s hikers.”

Owing to her time with CBYX, Labedz sees 

a lot of value in programs of this kind. “I 

passionately suggest everyone do some 

kind of experience abroad,” said Labedz. 

“What you get out of one of these programs 

is all up to you and I strongly believe North 

Central students are some of the best 

qualifi ed to take part in them.” 
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Shawn True ’00 gives women a cleat of their own
Since graduating from North Central College, 

Shawn True ’00 has been focused on helping 

people. A new product he is about to launch is 

the culmination of his efforts to do just that.

True has developed of a line of soccer cleats 

called Trooz, which he describes as a “cleat 

truly designed for the distinct shape and 

performance of a woman’s foot.” This might 

not sound innovative at fi rst blush, but True 

found there really aren’t soccer cleats made for 

women so much as cleats women settle for.

“If you go online, you’ll see hundreds of choices 

of cleats for men and maybe 20 for women,” 

True said. “Women deserve their own athletic 

shoe and it’s been done in everything but 

‘cleated’ sports.”

Before starting his business, True spent six 

years as a personal trainer. In 2010, he was 

working with a client named Kelsey Graham, a 

soccer player from Wheaton-Warrenville South 

High School who went on to be an All-American 

goalkeeper at Wheaton College. Graham 

complained of discomfort in her feet and joints, 

so True asked to see her cleats. He found 

the shoes were contorting Graham’s feet in 

unnatural ways. 

“I found that, in general, women have a higher 

arch and a wider forefoot than men—in 

relation to a slimmer heel,” True said. “When 

you look at standard cleats, you see that 

they’re curved in and the toe of the cleat 

comes to a point. A woman’s foot doesn’t look 

like that at all.”

True knew there had to be a better way to 

make cleats; he just had to fi nd it. Enlisting 

the help of shoe designer Jamie Horton, True 

created a prototype for soccer cleats designed 

with a woman’s foot in mind. 

“We widened the toe box, slimmed down 

the heel, and raised the arch a little bit,” said 

True. “We also have a patent-pending lacing 

system that keeps the tongue from sliding 

under the foot and pulls the upper material 

around the mid-foot and heel. That’s where 

you want the shoe to be snug.”  

True went to work testing the cleats, 

asking clients and their children to try them, 

requesting that youth soccer coaches give 

them to their players, and even visiting soccer 

tournaments to fi nd test subjects. His fi rst 

set of size seven Trooz traveled all over the 

country. One pair even made it to England. 

Connecting with partners in product 

development, logistics and business, True has 

worked steadily on his product for eight years. 

The Trooz website includes endorsements 

from medical professionals and former pro and 

college soccer players, as well as an online 

ordering system. The cleats will be ready for 

presale soon, shipping from a warehouse in 

Itasca, Ill. 

While running his new venture, True continues 

training clients at Activation Fitness in 

Glenview, Ill. He is also an adjunct instructor 

of kinesiology at North Central, where he’s 

been teaching weightlifting classes for 

the last four years. He credits his college 

friend Kendall Swoik ’93 Selsky, director of 

the athletic training program and assistant 

professor of kinesiology, as well as Heidi 

Matthews, interim dean of the School of 

Education and Health Sciences and professor 

emerita of kinesiology, with giving him the 

opportunity to return to North Central and give 

back.

“I love to teach, and it’s been a great 

opportunity to see how the College has 

grown,” said True. “My hope is that all of my 

students will take something from my class 

that they can use for the rest of their lives.”

Throughout the journey to launch his product, 

True has learned a lot, particularly how much 

he didn’t know about running a business.

“I have an incredibly strong team around me,” 

True said. “I love to network and bring people 

together, and I have been very fortunate to 

fi nd people to keep this engine going.

“I don’t consider myself an entrepreneur, 

I consider myself a creator.”
